do the words one by one. 

Battle Boats: 
Students answer questions 
or give the name of the 
object on a card. The winner
gets the opportunity to 
shoot a toy boat off of a 3D 
board. The first team to 
shoot all the boats out wins.
The loser gives up 3 cards.  

Ball Game: 
Students are given a topic 
(e.g. animals from the farm,
transportation, etc) and they
must give on vocabulary 
word from each topic. 
Whoever doesn’t know or 
repeats a word must sit 
down. This continues until 
there is a winner. 

Dice game: 
Students sit in 2 chairs. 6 
vocabulary words are placed
on the floor in front of them.
They must roll the dice and 
touch and name the 
vocabulary word that 
corresponds with the 
number on the dice. The 
first student to answer wins 
a point.
